RESOLUTIONS

OF THE COUNCIL OF THE UKRAINIAN ORTHODOX CHURCH
ON THE QUESTION OF THE FULL INDEPENDENCE OF UKRAINIAN ORTHODOX
CHURCH

1-3 November 1991

The Council of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church, chaired by the Most His Beatitude
Metropolitan Filaret of Kiev and All Ukraine examined and comprehensively
discussed the question of the complete independence of the Ukrainian Orthodox
Church.

Guided by the sacred canons and the principles of the granting of autocephaly and
wishing to have blessed peace, the God-pronounced love of Christ and brotherly
unity with the Mother Church, as well as with all the local Orthodox Churches, with
the cooperation of God, fulfilling the will of the Orthodox people of Ukraine, the
Council determines:

1. To address to His Holiness Patriarch of Moscow and All Russia Alexei Il and the
Episcopate of the Russian Orthodox Church with a request to give the Ukrainian
Orthodox Church full canonical independence, i.e. autocephaly, since only the
highest organ of the local Church in the person of the Synod of Bishops can declare
autocephaly.

2. The reason for such an appeal is as follows: The Local Council of the Russian
Orthodox Church, 7-8 June 1990, adopted a resolution stating: “Our multinational
Church blesses the national-cultural revival of the peoples that are part of it, but
rejects chauvinism, separatism and national hostility. In response to the legitimate
aspiration of the Orthodox in Ukraine, Ukrainian dioceses were united into the self-
governing Ukrainian Orthodox Church. This Church, with its broad autonomy,
retains a legitimate canonical relationship with both the Moscow Patriarchate and
all other local Orthodox Churches. The creation of an independent Ukrainian
Orthodox Church opens up the opportunity, avoiding the split and isolation from
the Universal Orthodoxy, to further improve its self-rule, while not stifling the
sacred canons while preserving love and peace among the Church’s children.”

On October 25-27, 1990, the Synod of Bishops of the Russian Orthodox Church,
under the chairmanship of His Holiness Patriarch Alexei Il, composed of 91 bishops,
carefully studied and comprehensively discussed the appeal of the Ukrainian
episcopate, gave the Ukrainian Orthodox Church independence and autonomy in
its management. On the basis of this decision, His Holiness the Patriarch of Moscow



and All Russia, Alexei Il presented the blessed certificate to Metropolitan Filaret of
Kiev and All Ukraine, who on June 9, 1990 was unanimously elected by the
Ukrainian hierarchy, the Primate of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church.

The religious situation in Ukraine, under the conditions of the declaration of
independence of the Ukrainian state, requires a new status of the Ukrainian
Orthodox Church. The council believes that this status should be complete self-rule
and independence, that is, autocephaly as a further improvement of the autonomy
of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church in the spirit of the resolutions of the above-
mentioned Councils, in order to prevent a split from Ecumenical Orthodoxy, without
violating the sacred canons, in the name of preserving love and peace between our
Churches.

3. Realizing that the main purpose of the proclamation of autocephaly is for the
good of the Church, that is, the fulfillment of its salvific mission in certain historical
conditions, the Council believes that the bestowment of autocephaly to the
Ukrainian Orthodox Church will contribute to strengthening the unity of Orthodoxy
in Ukraine, to facilitate the elimination of the autocephalous split that has arisen, to
oppose the Uniate and Catholic expansion, to reconcile and establish an agreement
between the current opposing confessions, the unification of citizens of all
nationalities living in Ukraine, and thus contribute to the consolidation of
strengthening the unity of the entire Ukrainian people.

4. Since the conditions for the granting of autocephaly to the condition of the
independent existence of a part of the Church are assimilated without the
assistance of another church authority, the Council unanimously testifies that the
Ukrainian Orthodox Church now has all the necessary conditions for its full
independent existence.

In the territory of Ukraine, it has: 22 dioceses, 23 bishops, 35 million Orthodox
Christians, three theological seminaries and three religious schools (in 1992 the
Kiev Theological Academy will open), 32 monasteries, including two lavras: the
Kievan Caves and Pochaiv, and also about five and a half thousand parishes with
the tendency to increase their number.

5. When discussing the issue of the Russian Orthodox Church granting full
independence and self-rule to the Ukrainian Orthodox Church, the Council
considered the interests of our people and the proclaimed state independence of
Ukraine; therefore, an independent Church in an independent state is canonically
justified and historically inevitable.

6. Since the local Orthodox Churches do not live and act separately, but as part of
a united Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church, the Ukrainian Orthodox Church, after
the granting of its full canonical independence from the Mother Church, will
preserve the unity of spirit in a union of peace with the Russian Orthodox Church



and all the local Churches, will be governed by the divine and sacred canons and
the customs of the Catholic Orthodox Church inherited from the holy fathers.

7. Taking into account that each newly formed local church should be recognized
by all other local Churches, the Council of the Ukrainian Orthodox Church
simultaneously appeals to His Holiness Patriarch Alexei of Moscow and All Russia
and the hierarchy of the Russian Orthodox Church to promote the recognition of
the Ukrainian Orthodox Church by all the local Churches as equal sister Churches in
the family of Orthodox Churches.

8. Taking into account the thousand-year history of the Metropolis of Kiev, the
direct successor of which is the Ukrainian Orthodox Church, which has a 35-million-
member flock, the Council asks the Russian Orthodox Church, after giving full self-
rule to the Ukrainian Orthodox Church, to facilitate the establishment of the Kiev
Patriarchate by the Eastern Patriarchs and heads of other local Churches.
