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Metropolitan Hilarion meets with Russian 
ambassador in Beijing A. Denisov

On November 26, after his working visit to North Korea, Metropolitan Hilarion of 
Volokolamsk, head of the Moscow Patriarchate department for external church 
relations (DECR), arrived in Beijing.
