The program continued with a Christmas performance dedicated to the Birth of 
Christ, featuring poems and songs presented by the Greek Language Departments 
of Milan and Pavia, under the guidance of educator Mrs. Georgia Vaina.

The celebration was accompanied by Byzantine hymns performed by the Parish 
chanters, as well as Christmas carols and songs in multiple languages, Greek, 
Italian, Arabic, Georgian, Romanian, and English, highlighting the multinational and 
universal character of parish life.

Special recognition is due to the youth of the Parish, who played a crucial role in 
organising and ensuring the smooth running of the entire celebration, actively 
supporting the Parish Priest and demonstrating that the Church has a living 
continuity and a future.

The evening concluded in an atmosphere of joy and hospitality, with the parish 
bazaar, festive treats, and warm beverages, all of which were prepared and offered 
entirely voluntarily by the ladies and members of the Parish, as an expression of
