In Montenegro, it's the Christians who are under attack. Since December, there have
been ongoing protests following the passage of a law on religion that many believe will
allow the government to confiscate religious properties. The Serbian Orthodox Church
rightfully fears that the law is a pretext to seize its property. These concerns have led to
large and sustained protests across the country. With restrictions on religious gatherings
during the COVID-19 pandemic further exacerbating tensions, these protests have led
to clashes and the repeated detention of some of the country's most well-known
Orthodox leaders—including the interrogation this week of Metropolitan Amfilohije of

Montenegro (the second time the archbishop has been interrogated this year).
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
