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Orthodox Primates celebrates Holy Wednesday 
services

Wednesday at the Patriarchal cathedral of St. George, in the 
Phanar district where the Ecumenical Patriarchate of 
Constantinople is located, with the Ecumenical Patriarch, His 
All Holiness Bartholomew I, co-officiating.

In the Holy Land, the Patriarch of Jerusalem, His Most Godly Beatitude Theophilos

Archbishops according to the order of the Church.
