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Leadership 100 Approves $200,000 Matching 
Grant to Support Archdiocesan Greece Fire Relief

At a special meeting on August 18, 2021, the Leadership 100

Leadership 100 is proud to stand side by side with our Archbishop 
and the Archdiocesan effort so that those affected will get the help and support 
they need.”
