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Association of theologians on Crete expresses 
support for educators called to justify letting 
pupils attend Divine Liturgy

The association of theologians on the large island of Crete this week expressed 
support and solidarity with a group of teachers in the city of Irakleio, who, on the 
occasion of the feast day of the Three Hierarchs, the patrons of Greek learning and 
letters, allowed pupils to attend a Divine Liturgy service.
