Cyprus is the third largest and third most populous island in the
Mediterranean, sitting at its far eastern edge. It's divided from east to
west: The southern two-thirds of the island is called the Republic of
Cyprus, and the northern third is officially called the Turkish Republic of

Northern Cyvprus, commonly known as just Northern Cyvprus.

The Republic of Cyprus joined the eurozone in 2008 and uses the euro
for all transactions, including real estate. Northern Cyprus is an
exception to this list, because it uses the Turkish lira as its currency, not
the euro. But the lira has lost half its value compared to the dollar in the

past vear alone, and prices were cheap even before the devaluation.



Here you could live a luxury lifestyle on the beach for as little as
US$1.000 euros a month—really. A healthy meal and a cold glass of wine
cost just 10 euros a person, for example. Real estate costs as little as one-
third of the cost of similar property just over the border in the Republic
of Cyprus.

What else does Northern Cyprus offer? It’s blessed with year-round
warm weather, clear blue waters, and over 400 miles of coastline.
English is so commonly spoken, vou’'d never have to learn the local

language (in fact, the locals even speak English amongst themselves).

The food is light and fresh, fish and salad served with every meal. The
landscape is dramatic, with a mountain range to the south, the sea to the
north, and an extended peninsula that offers some of the most fantastic

beaches in the country.
