We are the one, holy catholic and apostolic Church, and
we are under a moral as well as a spiritual obligation to ensure that the identity
and witness of the Orthodox Church in the Holy Land and the Middle East rests on
the unshakable foundation of our Orthodox unity.

Excellency the President of the Russian Federation, Vladimir Vladimirovich Putin,
for his material support for the restoration of the Church of the Nativity in
Bethlehem, and for his unwavering support for the mission of the Patriarchate.

We wish you, Mr. Chairman, and this seminar, every success in your deliberations,
and we look forward to hearing about the fruits of your deliberations.
