The Pope and Patriarch of Alexandria and All Africa, His Beatitude Theodoros II, on
the Sunday of Orthodoxy officiated at the Divine Liturgy with the visiting
Metropolitan of Kyiv and All Ukraine, His Beatitude Epiphanius, at the Holy
Cathedral of the Annunciation of the Theotokos, in the Great City of Alexandria.
