            On that basis, this initial conference mainly aims at focusing and emphasizing the goal “Connecting to Greece: How Greek Diaspora views Greece and how Greece perceives the Diaspora”. The program of presentations is structured along the lines of the three sections of the Academy: Physical Sciences, Ethical and Political Sciences, as well as Letters and the Fine Arts.
